v The 101st Legislature, First Session is scheduled to convene at 10:00 a.m. on
Wednesday, Jan. 7, 2009. We are working to have a number of pro-life bills introduced,
as well as a bill that would regulate Escort type Agencies (we believe a number of them
are prostitution rings) and a bill to strengthen marriages. As the Legislative Session gets
under way we will be sending out more information on these important bills and others
which affect the stability of the family.

v The first floor of the home Nebraska Family Council purchased
a year ago serves as the Nebraska House of Prayer. This
ministry has continued to grow and our desire is to see it
develop into a 24/7 prayer center. We realize the only true hope
for restoration in America comes from the Lord. This is why we 
feel so strongly about the power of prayer and repentance. To
learn more about the House of Prayer you can go to our web
site, www.NebFC.org. 

v In August, we helped coordinate a neighborhood festival with
local Churches and organizations. Our office is located in one
of the most ‘needy’ areas of Lincoln. Over 1000 individuals
attended the festival for free food, games and Christian music.
People’s City Mission provided a van full of free shoes and
M.A.D. Dads sponsored a bike give-away. The police department
has confirmed that the neighborhood is significantly changing in
a positive direction, for the first time in years.

v ‘America, Shaping the Destiny of a 
Nation’, was a two day conference we 
hosted last October to inform 
Nebraskan’s on issues related to family 
values. Star Parker, Bill Federer and 
Janet Folger were the primary speakers.
The two presentations by Bill Federer
on America’s Christian heritage and the 
development of Islam were exceptionally
concise and informative. Janet Folger
concluded the conference on Saturday 
evening with a call to prayer. During
the conference we also gave Salt & 
Light Awards to various individuals
and ministries.
